SEATING

Rainy Hall is a raked auditorium with 250 seats. TBC 5May09
2.
THE STAGE

The performance area is 6.0m wide x 4.0m deep and has a 0.45m raised stage, covered in black dance floor. TBC 5May09
3.
MASKING

House tabs on tab track hang across the front of the stage and at the rear of the stage.  Black legs hang at each side of the performance area to form masked wings. TBC 5May09
4.
SUSPENSION

A truss grid above the stage supports a number of fixed lighting bars.  There are no flying facilities. It may be possible to hang lightweight items of scenery from the grid on single lines at the discretion of the technical director.  
Clearance height below the truss grid is 4.75m. TBC 5May09  
5.
LIGHTING

The control position is located at the rear of the auditorium.

Strand 520 desk or similar
48 x 2 kW dimmers, 24 of which are allocated to the fixed rig, plus 6 ways of remotely switchable power
Power supply maximum load:  40 kW.  TBC 5May09
A good general cover of warm light over the performance area is provided.
Specials may be arranged in liaison with the Technical Director.
Blackout on stage is acceptable; however, absolute blackout is not possible due to emergency lighting regulations. TBC 5May09

SOUND

The control position is located at the rear of the auditorium.

The basic rig also includes a combination of 6 microphones or DI boxes.  Additional microphones and other sound equipment are available for hire.  This equipment is provided by Assembly Theatre’s supplier and will be charged as an additional cost.

DRESSING ROOM

There is a single dressing room shared by all companies performing at Rainy Hall.  Tables, chairs, and mirrors is provided for communal use.  The management cannot accept responsibility for the security of any items left in the dressing room.

8. 
STORAGE

Backstage storage is extremely limited and we recommend that companies keep their scenery/props requirements to an absolute minimum.  The maximum size for flat scenery is 3.0m tall x 1.8m width carried on edge.  Small items of scenery and props may be stored in the dressing room at the discretion of the technical director.

9. 
ACCESS

Rainy Hall is accessible from the Quad entrance of Assembly Hall on the Mound. 
Load in and access is normally via the front entrance of the building and up the main stairs.

10. 
STAFF

The theatre personnel work on a rota basis.  
The duty rota comprises one stage manager, one lighting technician and one sound technician.  
If the visiting manager requires additional staff to assist with the turn around, or the use of casual crew during the load in or load out, this may be arranged at additional cost.  
If any of the venue technical staff are required to participate during the performance, the visiting company will be liable for a show call charge for each technician used.  
The 2009 rate is £22 per performance plus VAT.

Any additional staff or items of equipment, which the management is requested to provide, will be charged to the visiting company.
Please note, since this is a temporary conversion and not a permanent theatre, all measurement and quantities quoted in the above specification are approximate and may be subject to change.
