Cabaret and Music at Assembly

Assembly turns 30 in August and we intend to celebrate in style at this year’s Edinburgh Fringe with the very best line up in music and cabaret. Whether you’re after late night jazz, a sultry chanteuse, burlesque beauties or a comedy musical, there’s something for everyone. So sit back, soak up the late night Festival vibe and listen to great music in one of Edinburgh’s most established venues.

Highlights from this year’s programme include the one and only Meow Meow, this kamikaze cabaret performer will shock and amaze you with her show Feline Intimate (which recently had a sell-out run at the Soho Theatre). We’re also delighted to present Alan Cumming in his one man show I Bought a Blue Car Today; here the Scottish star takes the audience on a musical journey with some of his favourite songs. No Assembly line up would be complete without the Irish chanteuse Camille. This year she brings her fiery talent back to the Assembly Rooms with her excellent band in an all-new show.

From the creators of runaway cult hits Karaoke Circus and Psister Pyscho, we welcome Gutted: A Revenger’s Musical. Hailed as the ‘Comedians’ Musical’, Gutted packs in songs, jokes and people off the telly. 

There’s more circus and cabaret fun in the spectacular Soap!, a daring and quite dazzling show featuring eight acrobats performing in, on and around bathtubs. For lovers of tease and tassels there’s Circus Burlesque, an evening of sinful delights which features the best in contemporary vaudeville and burlesque. We’re also pleased to welcome the Wau Wau Sisters, the bastard children of La Clique, who perform their mixture of raucous comedy and circus in the Supper Room.

There’s also a tantalising array of talented ladies performing at Assembly this year. The enchanting Ali McGregor is back with the show Jazz Cigarette, here she sings classic jazz and sassy blues by Billie, Ella and Britney; Maria Tecce also returns in Strapless a night of song steeped in raw sensuality and Spanish spice. Other delights include Lady Carol, the ukulele playing beauty with her repertoire of haunting songs and witty anecdotes, and Barb Jungr who has numerous albums to her name. We’re also pleased that Patti Plinko is back with her Boy, this is where cabaret meets grunge; expect an evening of heavy guitars, purrs, growls and beautiful song. 

The fun doesn’t stop there, we’re also pleased to host several great comedy musicals, The Full Band Improvised Musical comes from the talented company Baby Wants Candy, in this show they ask the audience for a title of a musical and then perform it on the spot. We welcome back Fascinating Aida, Britain’s top female comedy trio who return with new songs as well as classics and show why they have 3 Olivier Awards to their name; and the legendary Australian company Tripod who delve deep into geekdom in Versus the Dragon, a musical version of Dungeons and Dragons.

Further musical pleasure comes from the inspiring Soweto Gospel Choir, the guitar virtuoso Antonio Forcione, a long established Fringe favourite and some good old fashioned jock ‘n’ roll to kick off the festival from the Scottish pipe playing phenomenon Red Hot Chilli Pipers. 

And for those who want to party we’re inviting Edinburgh revellers to indulge their Guilty Pleasures at the unashamedly glorious all-singing, all-dancing celebration of pop classics that takes place in our brand new venue,  Assembly at Princes Street Gardens, from Thursday to Sunday into the early hours of the morning. 
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
