Comedy shows at Assembly 2009 
The Festive season is fast approaching and once again Assembly has a feast of comedic delights guaranteed to tickle your funny bone. There’s something for everyone at this year’s Fringe, from big household names such as Frank Skinner and the return of Alistair McGowan, to festival stalwarts Jason Byrne and Adam Hills, to the downright weird and wonderful, including Dixie Longate, the premier Tupperware selling drag queen who took Off-Broadway by storm. Our programme is bursting with ‘must see’ shows, hours of laughter and the cream of the comedy crop.  
The UK economy may be crumbling but Frank Skinner will be laughing all the way to the bank closure in his topical show Credit Crunch Cabaret, bringing his unique humour back to the Fringe after a sell out west-end run. Alistair McGowan graces the Edinburgh stage after 10 years away not only with his brilliant impressions in The One and Many, but also bringing us the urbane sophisticate Noel Coward in Cocktails with Coward, here he’ll perform the celebrated actor’s best known songs and poems alongside the musical actress Charlotte Page. We’re also thrilled that the comedy Goddess Laura Solon, the 2005 Perrier Award Winner and Radio 4 regular, returns to Assembly with a brand new show Rabbit Faced Story Soup. 
Come and see for yourself how Ms Dixie Longgate left behind her Alabama trailer and created an Off-Broadway sensation in her one woman show Dixie’s Tupperware Party, here she reveals how she became the number one tupperware seller in the world. The sublime Jamie Kilstein tackles the thorny topic of American imperialism and the politics of rich v poor in Revenge of the Serfs. The king of sell-out shows, Jason Byrne, brings his genius back to Assembly with The Byrne Supremacy; as does Adam Hills, comedy guru and triple Perrier nominee. 
There’s also new comedy from the Pajama Men in The Last Stand to Reason and from BBC Radio 4 poet Matt Harvey in Wondermentalist. 
Kristen Schaal and Kurt Braunohler had such a good time last year they’re back for more Fringe fun, the trouble is they forgot to write any new material so they’re simply repeating  last year’s Double Down Hearts. If you missed it, then it will be brand new! If you saw it last year then feel free to sing along. 
The fun doesn’t stop there though, The New Art Club go back to the 80s and deconstruct the classic album Now That’s What I Call Music 1. Mark Watson performs a compilation of his fringe shows to date, Greg Behrendt (US stand up star and author of the best selling ‘He’s Just Not That Into You’) makes his Edinburgh debut; and Rich Hall regales with his amusing encounters in the wilderness in Campfire Stories. 
For sultry late night fun check out Ali McGregor’s Late-Nite Variety-Nite Night where the star of La Clique delivers a wonderful evening of variety and cabaret with her butler Saxon McAllister. 
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
