Love Machines is a truly enchanting theatrical experience, the performers amaze with their grace and agility and the storyline captivates from the beginning. 
Circa is a new show from the celebrated Australian company of the same name, they re-appropriate circus into a modern and sensual experience. The show is a visual feast, featuring dance, light, sound and video. In Circa they combine three of their most acclaimed works to date; blending intricate acrobatics, amazing gymnastics through to beautiful closing scenes, before a high energy finale.
